Annexation Moratorium Agreement

Joint Economic Development District (JEDD) Agreement

Basic Structure & Elements

· The Annexation Moratorium and Joint Economic Development District (JEDD) agreements serve as a foundation for economic development in northern Pickaway County by allowing Harrison Township to maintain control of this area as it grows.

· The Annexation Moratorium Agreement covers an area bounded by the Harrison Township line to the east (Lockbourne Eastern Rd.), the Scioto River to the west, and Duvall Road to the south.

· Through the Annexation Moratorium Agreement, the City of Columbus and the Villages of South Bloomfield and Ashville have agreed not to annex land in the northern portion of Harrison Township for 50 years.

· The Annexation Moratorium Agreement sets out a capital improvements plan to serve the area with water, sewer, roads and fiber optics.

· Columbus will provide sewer to the area, Earnhart Hill will provide water, and the extension of Alum Creek Drive will provide road access to the area.

· Land within the area will stay within Harrison Township and all property taxes will stay in Pickaway County.
· Under state law, a JEDD can be no more than 2000 acres.  The initial JEDD is 1000 acres encompassing land owned by the Columbus Regional Airport Authority and Norfolk Southern.

· As development grows around the initial JEDD, property owners can determine if, and when they want to become a part of the JEDD.  When it reaches 2,000 acres, additional JEDDs can be established by property owners based on the template of the initial JEDD.

· A three-member board of governors will oversee administration of the JEDD.  Membership will be comprised of one representative appointed by the Harrison Township Trustees, one representative appointed by the City of Columbus, and one individual appointed to the board by the first two representatives.  As businesses locate in the JEDD, one representative from a company within the JEDD will be on the board and one representative from workers in the JEDD will be on the board.
· Workers in the JEDD will pay a 2-percent income tax, half of which will pay for infrastructure improvements; the other half will be divided among parties of the JEDD.

· The JEDD permits Pickaway County to collect property taxes on land owned by the Columbus Regional Airport Authority – something it was not able to do before the agreement.
