Joint Economic Development District (JEDD) Agreement

History
· In December 2004, Harrison Township, the villages of Ashville and South Bloomfield, and Pickaway County signed the North Gate Alliance Cooperative Economic Development Agreement (CEDA). 

· The CEDA Agreement addressed the issues of utility services, annexation, road maintenance, fire and emergency service, and joint planning in the CEDA area, which includes all of unincorporated Harrison Township.
· The CEDA provided for the sharing of income tax on any new businesses locating in the agreement area.

· In early 2005 Norfolk Southern Rail Road announced plans to construct an Intermodal facility in the Northeast portion of Harrison Township. 

· As a result of this announcement, the North Gate Alliance CEDA group began discussions with the City of Columbus to plan for this Intermodal facility and the considerable growth potential for the area.

· Out of these discussions came the idea of entering into a Joint Economic Development District (JEDD) agreement with the City of Columbus.

· Without these discussions, the Columbus Regional Airport Authority (CRAA) and Norfolk Southern would have petitioned to annex the land into the City of Columbus.
